What is happening today?

Where residential care is concerned, construction on
a third wing at the Weligama Community Welfare and
Education Centre (an IODR project) is ongoing. The
new building will contain additional classrooms for
English language and IT classes, facilities for
hospitality catering unit and professional training
kitchen where students can receive valuable vocation
training.

Furthermore the WCWEC has extended its level of
residential care to include a kindergarten facility
providing care to young children from two years of
age as well as a Montessori centre - a playschool for 2
to 5 years.

In the sports arena, dedicated specialist coaches have
been appointed to lead regular games with emphasis
on cricket, as the region’s preferred sport.
